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Evacuation Alert for Akokli Creek wildfire reduced

Nelson, BC: On the recommendation of the BC Wildfire Service (BCWS), the Regional District of Central
Kootenay (RDCK) is reducing the Evacuation Alert area to 160 properties from Lockhart Beach Provincial Park
south to include 11721 Hwy 3A. The Evacuation Alert will be removed for the area south of address 11721 Hwy
3A, effective immediately. See the map below for specific details.

The Akokli Creek wildfire was first discovered on July 9 and is currently estimated at 3,012 hectares. The BCWS
determined the cause to be lightning.
