Farm building means a building or part thereof that does not contain a residential occupancy and that is associated 
with and located on land devoted to the practice of farming, and used essentially for the housing of equipment or 

livestock, or the production, storage or processing of agricultural and horticultural produce or feeds.  
It is typically an unheated building of low human occupancy. 

All documentation is required at the time of permit application unless otherwise specified.

Bylaw for development restrictions related to your building permit application.  If an application is non-compliant

 Exterior wall stud heights greater than 3.6m (12’) in height
 Lean-too structures wider than 3.6m (12’) from enclosed building
 Open post-and-beam structures (such as hay shelters)
 Metal buildings
 Greenhouses
